Seth M.C. Damanwalla Charitable Dispensary 
established way back in 1857 provides free medicine and 
doctor’s consultation to the Zoroastrians of Udvada and 
also provides the same to the non-Zoroastrians of 
Udvada & neighboring villages at subsidized rate. The 
doctor is employed by the Trust.  

Before the advent of these medical facilities, such was 
the state of the villagers that sickness was meant a 
passage to God. Hence this dispensary is the only 
institution that stands between their life and death. With 
the phenomenal increase in the price of medicines 

coupled with inflated staff salary bills, they find it very 
difficult to sustain the monthly operations without 
incurring loss. This is where they seek your help in the 
form of donation without which it would be impossible to 
help the needy and desolate people of Udwada. Let us 
also not forget that it was the Hindus in this part of the 
world who gave refuge to us when the Zarathushtis 
landed on the shores of Gujarat. This dispensary 
therefore symbolizes the importance of paying back the 
debt of kindness and brotherhood of the Hindus and 
other non-Zoroastrians living in harmony with the Parsis.

Doctor Sunil Kaushik- Gastroenterologist and Dr Krish 
Karthigasu- Gynaecologist, from the Australian Indian 
Medical Association (AIMA) gave talks on Bowel Cancer 
and the importance of Pap-smear and women’s health, at 
the Noranda family centre on 22 June 2008. 

AIMA’s prime objective is to offer medical advice to the 
community in WA. Associations like AIMA only serve to 
strengthen the policy of the Australian Government in 
giving health education, so that lives can be saved from 
various illnesses and a nation is built on healthier and 
happy individuals. We wish AIMA success in their 
association's endeavours towards charity work for the 
poor and down trodden in India.  In Australia about one in 
17 men and one in 26 women will develop bowel cancer 
before the age of 75. This is one of the highest rates of 
bowel cancer in the world. Bowel cancer is the most 
common internal cancer, with around 12,800 new cases 
each year, with around 90 Australians dying from bowel 
cancer each week. The risk is greater if you are aged 50 
years and over. Many of these deaths could be 
prevented by early detection and treatment. The good 
news is that bowel cancer is one of the most curable 
types of cancer if found early and detected before it has 
spread beyond the bowel.  (reference - National Bowel

Field Marshal Sam Hormusji Framji Jamshedji 
Manekshaw , whose military victory in the 1971 
Indo-Pak war led to the creation of Bangladesh, 
died at the Military Hospital at Wellington in Tamil 
Nadu on Friday 27 June. He was 94. 

The Padma Vibhushan and Military Cross awardee, 
who was admitted to the hospital for some time for 
"progressive lung disease", had slipped into a coma 
earlier in the day and the end came just after 
midnight at 00:30 am, the defence ministry said in a 
statement. 

Manekshaw had 
developed 'acute 

bronchopneumonia 
with associated 
complications' and was 
placed under intensive 
care four days ago 
after his condition 
became serious. 

The body of one of 
India's greatest 
soldiers was kept at 
the Madras Regiment 
Centre grounds in 

Wellington on Friday for the public to pay homage. 

From Wellington his body was taken in a gun 
carriage to Ooty where his funeral was held. 
According to Manekshaw's family members, the 
body would be taken to a cemetery in Ooty, where 
his wife was buried. 

A ceremonial guard bid him farewell with full military 
honours.

Continuing our series of beautiful sayings from the 
Pahlavi word "Datistan i Menog i Khrad", here is 
another priceless gem: 

The Wise One asked the Spirit of Wisdom: "is 
Wisdom better, or skill or goodness?" 

The Spirit of Wisdom replied: "That Wisdom, with 
which there is no goodness, should not be regarded 
as wisdom. 

And skill, with which there is no wisdom, should not 
be regarded as skill." 

A man may have multiple degrees or doctorates, but 
still be ignorant - because he does not really know 
how to apply his acquired knowledge for the 
common good. As he acquires more such education 
he becomes even more insecure, and attempts to 
hoard it. For example, a man may stumble upon a 
cure for a dreaded disease. As per the 
Zarathushtrian religion, he should share that 
knowledge for the greater good. But conventional 

wisdom will lead him to try and "patent" his cure, 
and monetise it. Which choice is better? The Spirit 
of Wisdom's answer clears our doubts. 

Similarly a person may have some very unique 
skills - say an ability to be very proficient in writing 
computer programming code. But without the 
wisdom to really channel his skills in the right 
direction, he may use this skill to hack into protected 
sites like Banks and Financial institutions and 
attempt to steal passwords and identities to use for 
fraudulent transactions. Thus even though he may 
be skilful, without wisdom to know what is right and 
wrong as per the Divine Order, his skill leads him 
towards the Evil Path which may make him 
successful in the short term but will eventually lead 
him to ruin. 

The Spirit of Wisdom, that is, Ahura Mazda Himself 
shows us the right path and reminds us that even 
with wisdom and skill it is still possible to go onto the 
wrong path. As the Avesta declares: 

"Aevo pantao yo Ashahe, vispe anyaesham 
apantam." 

"there is only one Right Path - the Path of Truth and 
Righteousness, all other paths are non-paths"

Mumbai, July 3, 47 Parsi structures, including 4 Atash Behrams, in city’s heritage list  

Parsis across the city were cheering on Thursday when, after a long battle that has lasted over six years, their sacred fire 
temples including the four Atash Behrams have been proposed for receiving heritage status, which will safeguard these 
beautiful century-old structures from the eyes of builders. The Brihanmumbai Municipal Corporation has listed 47 Parsi 
structures to be included in the city’s Heritage list. While 17 of these structures were already on the list of protected 
structures, they were pegged as Grade 3. These have now been upgraded to 2A, which will protect the structures and 
come under stricter controls of heritage rules. 

Heritage activist Dr Anahita Pundole, a Parsi herself, said that the move although delayed is great news. “The Parsi 
community is elated about the news as all the fire temples will now be protected,” she said.  

The list will be open for suggestions and objections from citizens and after a hearing, a final notification will be published.  

Co-editor of the book Zoroastrian Tapestry, Firoza Punthakey Mistree, said members of the community had met various 
ministers and even municipal commissioners over the years for the structures to be included in the heritage list. “Even 
now, five structures of importance have not been included in the list. But we are glad that the heritage tag will prevent 
builders from touching these sacred structures which represent the Parsi community in the city,” she said.  

Director (engineering services and projects), BMC, Dr S Vishwanath, said there has been a demand from the Parsi 
community for the fire temples to be protected under the heritage list. “After the Hill Road, Bandra, Agiary issue (which 
faced demolition during road widening), there was opposition from residents and demand from the Parsi community to 
protect these structures. This Agiary along with others have now been included in the heritage list,” he said.  

Apart from fire temples and Tower of Silence, the list also includes the Atash Behrams — these house the fire of the 
highest order.  

There are 10 Atash Behrams across the world: two in Iran, four in Mumbai and the remaining four in other parts of the 
country. The fire is created by an amalgamation of fire from 16 different sources (house of a goldsmith, house of a soldier, 
fire from lightning, etc). The Atash Behrams are instituted after a process of prayers and rituals that last almost a year.  

Heritage conservationist Dr Pankaj Joshi said the list includes structures which represent a fabric of the city that does not 
exist any longer. “These are beautiful structures which give you a reminder of how the old Bombay was. The list will 
safeguard very important aspect of the city and its framework.
